He served
the Legion in many ways, among them: Chaplain (Post, District and Eastern
Section), Department Assistant Sergeant of Arms, member of three state
committees. 

He was a member of St. James Episcopal Church, serving as usher and Daily
Office prayer leader. 

In addition to the American Legion, his friends and his church, three cats --
